Event Risk Categorisation
Events will be categorized as follows:
	A
	CATEGORY A – Low Risk Category

An event characterised as having a low community impact, and low risk to local business continuity. Event should pose little to no impact on fire service operations or mobilisation.

The event should be added to the events register and inform local stations and Fire Control of its occurrence. 

	B
	CATEGORY B – Medium Risk Category

An event characterised as having either medium community impact or medium impact upon local or service wide operations and response.

Liaison with event organisers should take place to ensure that public safety is being maintained during the event. Advice should be given where appropriate with regard to fire safety issues such as the safe use of LPG appliances and barbeques, etc. Where planning meetings are scheduled attendance by an Event Safety Officer may be advisable. Enter event onto events register, inform local crews and Fire Control of its occurrence and consider the requirement of an event operational tactical plan.

	C
	CATEGORY C – High Risk Category

An event characterised by high community impact and/or high impact upon Service operations and response.

Attendance at multi agency planning meetings will be required either by Event Safety Officer and/or Operations Manager. Advice should be given on fire and rescue related emergency procedures that should be included within an event management plan. Where appropriate on site advice may need to be sought to ensure fire safety is maintained during the event.

An event operational tactical plan will be produced and made available to local crews, Fire Control and on duty flexible officers.
