Concrete joints must be raked and cleaned out to the satisfaction of the
TWC Project Manager before being resealed with a pre-approved N2 joint
sealing product, laid to manufacturers specification.

2. The Contractor is to record the location of all concrete joints prior to

overlaying with bituminous surfacing.

3.  For surfacing greater than 25mm thick the contractor shall saw cut the new

bituminous surfacing 3mm wide (+/~1mm) to a 35mm depth to allow for
crack initiation slot.

4, The top 26mm of the surface course should then be saw cut or milled

20mm (+/-2mm) wide to allow for the new sealant (with bond breaker tape
adhering to the underlying bituminous material if applicable).

5. The final finish of the sealant level shall be flush with the surface or no less

than 2mm below.
