� Lawn Grave         
This is the standard grave type in the council’s cemeteries.  Graves are laid out in rows in the 
lawned areas, and may be of a single or double depth.  

PLEASE NOTE: Floral tributes, vases etc, must only be situated in the HEADSTONE AREA.  
Lawn graves must have no memorials, fences, floral tributes, or vases placed directly over or on 
the grass/grave area.  If this would be a preference then a traditional grave would be required.  
All items placed on the grass/grave area will be removed by the cemeteries staff without notice. 

� Traditional Grave                        
This type of grave can have a headstone, full stone plinth, kerbs, memorials, floral tributes and 
vases placed directly over or on the grave area.  These graves may be of a single or double 
depth. 

� Baby/Infant Grave                 
A specially designated Memorial Garden for the burial of babies and infants is available at each 
of the cemeteries.  Individual graves (single interments) are set out in a lawn grave style. 

If you wish to have a kerbset installed on the grave you will need to get prior permission from the 
Burials Officer.  The maximum dimension including any foundations will be 18” width x 36” length. 

� Garden of Remembrance Grave (Ashes)   
There is a Garden of Remembrance at each of the above cemeteries.  These are for the burial of 
cremated remains.  A small headstone or vase can be positioned to mark the burial place.  The 
grave may be of a single, double or treble depth. 

� Columbarium  (25 year term only)         
This structure is placed above ground.  Each unit can hold up to four urns inside.  Currently the 
Columbarium is only available at Wellington Cemetery.                                 

� Unpurchased Grave, Double Depth 
The person signing this section has been made aware that if the Exclusive Rights to the Grave 
are not purchased within a period of 12 months from the date of the burial, other NONE related 
burials may take place in the grave.  Please also note that NO memorials or cases can be placed 
on the grave until the Exclusive Rights have been purchased.
