SPEED LIMIT PROPOSAL 
TELFORD AND WREKIN COUNCIL (VARIOUS ROADS, ARLESTON) (RESTRICTED ROADS, 
20MPH SPEED LIMIT) ORDER 2019 
Notice is hereby given that Borough of Telford & Wrekin has made the above named Order under 

Sections 82 and 83 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (“the Act”) and of all other enabling 
powers and after consultation with the Chief Officer of Police in accordance with Part III of Schedule 
9 to the Act. This order will come into effect on Thursday 7th February 2019. The effect of the Order is 
to introduce a speed limit of 20mph along the following lengths of roads: 

Arleston Village, Arleston For its entire length 

Charles Road, Arleston For its entire length 

Chartwell Road, Arleston For its entire length 

Dawley Road, Arleston (Service Road) For the entire length of the service road 

Kingsland, Arleston For its entire length 

Kingsway Crescent, Arleston For its entire length 

Manor Road, Arleston For its entire length 

Princess Avenue, Arleston For its entire length 

Stone Crescent, Arleston For its entire length 

Toll Road, Arleston For its entire length 

Woollam Road, Arleston For its entire length

Any persons wishing to question the validity of the Order or of any of its provisions on the grounds 
that it or they are not within the powers conferred by the Act, or that any requirements of the Act or of 
any instrument made under the Act have not been complied with, that person may within 6 weeks 
from the date on which the Order is made, apply for that purpose to the High Court.
