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Celtic Cross

The Celts were originally
pagans. The Celtic cross
combines the Christian
cross with ancient pagan
symbols.

The circle represents the
circle of life.
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Russian Orthodox Cross

The Russian Orthodox

cross has three bars. The
top bar represents a sign
placed over Jesus' head.

The slanted bar probably
represents St. Andrew's

cross (which looks like an
X). St. Andrew is believed
to have introduced

Christianity to Russia. -
