Title (key question for unit)
How and why do people celebrate religious festivals?

About this unit, (key learning, attitudes and skills to be developed)
In this unit the children will explore the importance of fruth in their own lives. They will learn about the festival of Divali as an expression
of the Sikh faith and its importance to the members of that religious community.

Expectations (based on level of attainment)

At the end of this unit most pupils will: (level 3)

e Beable to demonstrate knowledge of key beliefs i.e. victory of the truth, light over darkness and good over bad.

e Beable to explain why the Gurdwara is decorated with lights at Divali.

o Demonstrate an understanding that their personal experiences and feelings about truth can influence their actions.
Some pupils will not have made so much progress and will: (level 2)

e Describe Sikh ideas expressed in the story of the release of Guru Hargobind.

e Describe experiences and feelings they share with others.

Plenary  Discuss how the children felt during their
celebration. Draw out similarities between the feelings they
experienced.

Tell the story of the boy who cried wolf.

Discuss the actions of the boy: what did he do? Why did he do
that? What was the outcome?

Pair talk - What else could he have done?

Activity Select one child to be the boy. Divide the class into 2
groups and ask them to make two lines with a gap between them,
The first group think of reasons why the boy should ' cry wolf’, the
second group think of reasons why he should not. Then as the 'boy’
to walk slowly between the lines whilst each group shouts their
reasons at him.

Plenary The 'boy’ describes his thoughts as he walked down the
lines and makes a decision on what he would do using the ‘advice’
from his classmates.

e Read the Sikh Divali story, explaining that Guru Hargobind was
put in prison because he did not want to be dishonest, but the
Mogul Emperor wanted him to do something that would involve
being untruthful. (Emphasise that this is different from the
Hindu Divali story they learned about last year.)

e Ask the children to identify the main characters - emperor, 52
Hindu Kings, Guru Hargobind.

Activity

e Children work in pairs/groups, using copies of the text,
highlight ‘evidence’ that describes what each character did. It
might be helpful to allocate specific characters to each group.

e Feedback - build up a list of adjectives that describe each

character.
e Ask: Who was good? Who was bad? How do you know?
