Notice is hereby given that Borough of Telford and Wrekin in exercise of its powers under Sections 9 and 10 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984
(“the Act”) and of all other enabling powers and in accordance of Part Il of Schedule 9 after consultation with the Chief Officer of Police in accordance of
Part 11l of Schedule 9 to the Act, ‘Has Made’ the following Experimental Traffic Order:
This Experimental Order will come into effect on 17" November 2021 for a period not exceeding eighteen months.
1. The effect of this Experimental Order is such that:

e  Waiting will be prohibited at all times on the length of roads specified in Schedule 1 to this Order to the extent specified.

e  Waiting will be restricted from 8.30am to 9.30am and 2.30pm to 3.30pm Monday to Friday inclusive on the lengths or roads

specified in Schedule 2 to this Order to the extent specified.

3. In due course, the Council will consider whether or not the provisions of the Experimental Order should be continued in force indefinitely.

Within a period of six months beginning with the day on which the Experimental Order came into force, or if any or all of the Experimental
Order provisions are varied or modified by the Council, beginning with the day the latest variation or modification came into force, any person
may object to the making permanent of the Experimental Order. Any such objection must be sent in writing to Network Management,
Neighbourhood & Customer Services, Telford & Wrekin Council, Darby House, TF2 4JA or traffic.schemes@telford.gov.uk Stating
the grounds on which the objection is being made.
